- DuPont was one of the first companies to publicly
establish environmental goals over 20 years ago.

* Between 1990 and 2003, DuPont has reduced its
global greenhouse emissions (CO, equivalents) by
72%. We have a commitment to further reduce at
least 15% from our 2004 baseline.

» Since 2004, DuPont has reduced its water
consumption by 16% at sites in water-scarce and
stressed areas, and 9% at all DuPont sites.

*In 2010, 92% of DuPont sites worldwide are
[ISO14001 certified.

- DuPont successfully met its goal of holding total
energy flat with 1990 levels and further reduced
by 6% below flat, while growing the Company
by over 40%.

+In 2010, DuPont invested $667 million in R&D
programs with direct, quantifiable environmental
benefits for customers and consumers.
